The structure and function of ecosystems arise as a result of previous and current
environmental conditions and their dynamics in both space and time. This lecture series will
provide an introduction to the ecology of Africa and will be given in three separate, 3-day
blocks, with a 2-hour lecture each day. The lecture series will initially focus on processes that
have led to the formation of the African continent, as well as outline its geomorphology and
climate. We will then focus on key ecology principles, before looking at some of the more
prominent ecoregions of Africa. These will include hyper-arid and semi-arid deserts, savanna,
fynbos, rainforests and mangroves. Throughout the series, we will focus on adaptive
strategies associated with key flora and fauna from respective ecosystems. The course will
then finish by looking at key drivers of land degradation and rehabilitation measures, the
benefits of citizen science in society, and certain strategies that could contribute to offering
food-security in Africa. There will be a 1 hour written exam (in English) consisting of 11
questions (answer 10 of them), requiring paragraph-length answers.

Each lecture is dedicated to a particular
public health problem for which the background, key risk factors, etiology and burden of
disease, the basic epidemiology and key interventions to control the risk and reduce harm are
explained. Lectures are given by various Swiss TPH staff members and other faculty.

To prepare for a lecture, participants read the article associated with the lecture and prepare a
list of 2-3 questions to be discussed in a 30-minutes interactive part of the lecture designed to
encourage scientific argumentation. Thereby, participants are stimulated to carefully read
scientific publications, remember key issues and train epidemiological reasoning.

Inhalt West Africa is a region that fascinated many ethnographers because of its extremely high
variety in natural, societal and cultural forms. It covers thinly inhabited deserts but also
wetlands, intensively cultivated, as well as rapidly growing urban centres like Dakar, Abidjan
and Lagos. Since the middle ages, West Africa has been the heartland of mighty kingdoms
while other societies resisted any centralized rule. Today, the continuity of old types of social
organisation and culture merges with modern and post-colonial life, thus creating new
societal fields. This course - part lecture and part seminar, part conceptual and part
ethnographic - provides an introduction to the societies of West Africa and situates them in
relation to the natural environment and historical and contemporary developments in
economics, politics and culture. It later focuses on two or three societies in each major region,
emphasising particular societal and cultural forms and addresses specific questions of
research. The course will also survey principal changes in institutions and ideologies which
have taken place in rural and in urban communities up to the present. Ethnographic
descriptions will also draw on the modern African nations and post-colonial societies:
Senegal, Nigeria, Ghana, Ivory Coast and Mali.

Hereby we anticipate that the category of ‘woman’ is a social and
cultural construct, which needs to be reflected historically and against the backdrop of
contemporary concerns with non-binary and gender theoretical propositions. The course
considers prominent and powerful ‘women’, among them royal dignitaries, members of
colonial elites, intellectuals or writers, as well as disempowered and disenfranchised female

slaves, workers, and rural dwellers. The ‘women’s’ lives and experiences will take us on a
journey through West, East, Central and Southern Africa, and we will consider them in ways
that situate these ‘women’ in the social, political, and cultural worlds they inhabited, while at
the same time preserving the possibility of their originality and individuality to emerge. We
pay attention to how the lives and experiences of historical subjects emerge from the archive,
how they are narrated and mediated — through archival sources authored by missionaries,
colonial officers, adventures and researchers; how these lives and experiences are made and
remade in autobiographical narratives produced by African ‘women’ themselves; how they
are represented through visual forms and media such as historical photographs, etchings,
paintings, and films; or constituted in the narratives produced by contemporary historians.
The visual in particular will allow us to explore how some African women from the past have
developed remarkable afterlives across a wide range of political, cultural and aesthetic
practices by which contemporary African societies negotiate memory and historical
consciousness. We are, in short, interested in African women'’s lives as lived, narrated and
transformed. The course will provide opportunities for exploring African women’s and gender
history through some of the most interesting historical scholarship, but it will more
importantly focus on close ‘readings’ of written and visual archival sources. Films, graphic arts
and exhibits will take us into the domain of public history.

Africans’ working lives changed profoundly during the nineteenth century. Among other core
developments, southern Africa’s pastoral economies suffered under the growing pressure of
expanding settler states and economies, jeopardizing the livelihoods of countless households
and families. Emancipation from slavery came into effect in 1838 in today's South Africa, but a
growing number of Africans was induced to take up waged labour for private employers such
as colonial farmers in in the decades to come. While labouring on farms as household
servants, cattle herders, or shepherds was indeed part of a conscious livelihood strategy,
Africans’ access to land and livestock — and with it the possibility of making their own choices
—increasingly diminished.

The course focuses on pastoralism and farm labour in the wake of settler colonisation in
southern Africa during the nineteenth century, especially in today’s South Africa and Namibia.
Next to tracing and discussing the (violent) establishment of settler colonialism and how it
transformed the region’s social and economic landscape, we will engage with a range of
topics and themes. These include different forms of ‘free’ and unfree labour such as waged
and indentured labour as well as labourers’ working experiences and the oftentimes violent
working conditions they had to endure on farms. Moreover, we will discuss labour practices

such as the breeding and herding of livestock and their social, cultural, and economic
meaning, next to different and conflicting views on labour — and conceptions of ‘race,’
gender, class, and age that shaped them.

A central aim of the course is to teach students how to approach a historical topic with the
tools of historians. Another one is the work with historical sources: throughout the semester,
we will look at and interpret a broad variety of sources, including criminal records, colonial
legislation, oral traditions, government reports, and folktales. Students will thereby acquire
skills essential for critically engaging with Africa’s colonial history, and the past more
generally. And by tapping into the history of pastoralism, farm labour, and settler colonialism,
students will not only gain insights into these specific themes, but also into the broader social
and labour history of southern Africa in the nineteenth century. The course will be held in
English, but we can switch to German at any time.

In this seminar, we will read and discuss a selection of Conrad's major novels ranging from
different stages in his writing career and set in different parts of the world. We will approach
these works from different critical angles (narratological, stylistic, historical, political) and
focus on topics such as the representation of race and class relations, subjectivity, ideas about
power, progress and repression, morality.

How Jozef Teodor Natecz Konrad Korzeniowski became Joseph Conrad and one of the great
novelist in English is an adventure story in its own right. Born of Polish parents in the Russian-
dominated Ukraine, Conrad was orphaned as a child and came under the guardianship of his
uncle. At the age of 16, he left Poland to go to sea. At the age of 21, with no command of
English, he joined the British Merchant Marine and began his life at sea that was to supply so
much material for his writing. After twenty years, he gave up the sea and embarked on a
literary career, writing exclusively in English, his third language. His novels often draw on
autobiographical materials or on stories he heard or read about, yet Conrad cannot properly
be called a realistic writer. While he was fascinated by the processes of modernity such as
urbanization, imperialism, colonialism and globalization, his works have a deeper symbolic
and psychological dimension, offering a perspective on the human condition as determined
by evil forces both without and within. His writing explores new narrative techniques even as
it appears haunted by what it can't say.

Broadly speaking, her understanding of the
coloniality of gender reveals that the introduction of race in the 16th century, as a global
social classification, rendered the colonized genderless.

Das Seminar behandelt die ausgesprochen hohe theologische Produktivitat im Umfeld des
"Circle of Concerned African Women Theologians". Der "Circle", dessen treibende Gestalt die
Basler Ehrendoktorin aus Ghana, Mercy Amba Oduyoye, ist, wurde bereits in den 1980er
Jahren gegrundet als eines der bedeutendsten akademischen Netzwerke von Theologinnen
weltweit. Die akademische Sichtbarkeit und institutionelle Stérke des Circle ist inzwischen
sehr hoch. Eine Reihe von Theologinnen des “Circle" sind aktuell in verantwortungsvollen
Funktionen der 6kumenischen Bewegung tatig. Das Seminar widmet sich den
unterschiedlichen theologischen Ansétzen, die im "Circle" vertreten sind; es kommen
spezifische Kontexte und Themen feministischer afrikanischer Theologie zum Vorschein wie
auch profilierte Zugange etwa zu einer postkolonialen Bibelhermeneutik. Andere
Schwerpunkte beziehen sich auf Kérperlichkeit und Heilung in pandemischen Zeiten (von
HIV/AIDS oder Corona). Neuerdings werden Fragen nach gerechter und nachhaltiger
"Entwicklung" einbezogen. Hier insbesondere kommt es zu Neubewertung von Aspekten
afrikanischer Religionen (Initiationsriten; Trauerformen etc.).

monuments therefore serve as starting points for analysing power relations in cities. This
course approaches the city as a palimpsest: multiply inscribed and imperfectly erased,
imbued with traces and residues, laden with memory.

The course adopts an intersectional approach to power dynamics, looking at the intersections
between class, race and gender and how patriarchy, capitalism and white supremacy silence
the voices oppressed by and whose memory is systematically erased. The concept of (de)
coloniality is particularly useful for understanding these intersections and to understand the
perpetuation of structural violence. The course further draws on subaltern studies: what are
the ways subalterns speak in the city and how can subaltern histories be retrieved or
recovered? We will look for “people’s monuments”, those that contest current power relations
and heterotopic spaces that give a glimpse of what a different world could look like. While
discussions about Swiss urban space are the starting point for the course, they will be
complemented with an account of urban space in other European cities. The course will be
co-taught with issue-based organizers and civil society groups working on the topics of
racialized exclusion, decolonization, gentrification, and urban space within Switzerland.

This course looks at the lives and experiences of ‘women’ in African history, between the 17th
and the 20th century. Hereby we anticipate that the category of ‘woman’ is a social and
cultural construct, which needs to be reflected historically and against the backdrop of
contemporary concerns with non-binary and gender theoretical propositions. The course
considers prominent and powerful ‘women’, among them royal dignitaries, members of
colonial elites, intellectuals or writers, as well as disempowered and disenfranchised female
slaves, workers, and rural dwellers. The ‘women’s’ lives and experiences will take us on a
journey through West, East, Central and Southern Africa, and we will consider them in ways
that situate these ‘women’ in the social, political, and cultural worlds they inhabited, while at
the same time preserving the possibility of their originality and individuality to emerge. We
pay attention to how the lives and experiences of historical subjects emerge from the archive,
how they are narrated and mediated — through archival sources authored by missionaries,
colonial officers, adventures and researchers; how these lives and experiences are made and
remade in autobiographical narratives produced by African ‘women’ themselves; how they
are represented through visual forms and media such as historical photographs, etchings,
paintings, and films; or constituted in the narratives produced by contemporary historians.
The visual in particular will allow us to explore how some African women from the past have
developed remarkable afterlives across a wide range of political, cultural and aesthetic
practices by which contemporary African societies negotiate memory and historical
consciousness. We are, in short, interested in African women'’s lives as lived, narrated and
transformed. The course will provide opportunities for exploring African women'’s and gender
history through some of the most interesting historical scholarship, but it will more
importantly focus on close ‘readings’ of written and visual archival sources. Films, graphic arts
and exhibits will take us into the domain of public history.

The VHL 2021 takes place in the context of a project entitled “Quilombo”, a collaboration
between SALTS (CH), Waza Art Center Lubumbashi (Democratic Republic of the Congo), and
Lago Mio Lugano artist residency (CH). Once synonymous with escape and resistance,
“quilombo” today stands for a Brazilian settlement of African descent. Anthropologists and
historians meanwhile have arrived at a new understanding of these rural communities, calling
for a broader definition: Regardless of their specific history, quilombos share collective
identities and notions, linking them to their African roots and making them fight common
battles as people in DRC, Switzerland or anywhere else: against capitalism and racism, and for
the equitable distribution of resources.
The VHL takes place in Lugano from 13-18 September 2021. Participants will work together
with Brazilian, Congolese and Swiss artists in residence at Lago Mio.

This lecture aims to provide students with a survey of the key concepts and theories of and
critical approaches to postcolonial and transnational Anglophone literatures.

What are the cultural, psychological and socio-economic legacies of colonial encounters?
Why are some authors called 'imperial', others 'diasporic' or 'postcolonial'? How do you
analyse a novel by a Bangladeshi or a Kenyan writer? What does migration have to do with
literary imagination? These are just some of the questions we will address in this lecture. In
order to shed light on the terminological, institutional, theoretical and political developments
in the field of Postcolonial Studies, this lecture will introduce students to a variety of
Anglophone texts (fiction, drama, film, theoretical and ethnographic studies, etc.) by authors
who descend from countries marked by their encounter with the British Empire (e.g., Canada,
Kenya, New Zealand, Oceania) and key texts by postcolonial theorists and critics (e.g., Fanon,
Said, Spivak). We will discuss the primary texts within the broader context of the field's central
concepts and concerns, including authenticity, colonialism, diaspora, essentialism, hybridity,
identity politics, imperialism, nationalism, Orientalism, representation, resistance and
subalternity.

4. Communicate your arguments to specialist and non-specialist audiences.

Where do human rights come from? How are they made real ? What are the possibilities and
limitations of human rights in making the world a better place? And what can African human
rights perspectives teach us about their possible future? Human rights are one of the most
profound legacies of the 20th century: an attempt by politicians, policy makers, scholars, and
humanitarians to erect obstacles against future state violence and other crimes against
humanity. Over time, human rights have become a global phenomenon with unexpected
outcomes and effects. Though developed by nations and transnational in scope, human
rights ideas and language have been adapted and reworked in a variety of contexts
worldwide, becoming the object of, as well as a resource for, popular struggles, state
policymaking, and transnational movements. Today, however, scepticism and
disenchantment about human rights’ radical potential is widespread. Are we living through
the end time of human rights, or can the idea of human rights survive its critics?

African countries and contexts have been at the forefront of these developments. From the
South African Truth and Reconciliation Commission to the Rwandan genocide and its
aftermath, to current debates about activism, LGTBQI+ rights and the contested role of the
International Criminal Court, African states and citizens have had to navigate the tensions
between utopian universalism and international liberalism, and cultural relativism and
heightened nationalisms. In this workshop series, we will examine the historical origins,
philosophical underpinnings and the global expansion of human rights thinking. We will
consider the question of universality in the application of human rights and explore human
rights’ contemporary practices to highlight the tensions they reveal and the contradictions
they manifest, specifically in Africa.

«Postcolonial Switzerland» has become a catchword to summarize debates over Switzerland’s
colonial legacy. Parts of this heritage are visible in Swiss museums that display objects from
“exotic” regions of the globe and construct a specific image of the colonial “Other”. In this
course, we first engage with several core texts on current controversies over restitution and
the decolonization of European museums, colonial practices of collecting and exhibiting
ethnographic objects, and modern debates on curating in “postcolonial Switzerland”. In a
second part, we will study concrete displays of “Africa”/the "Global South" in an ethnographic
museum. We will also consult with museum staff to obtain insights into the ways in which
issues of representation and recent restitution claims are currently being negotiated within
these institutions.

This will be achieved by, first, acquainting students with the major theoretical
debates concerning the status of African Studies as a legitimate field of scientific inquiry,
second, by discussing major issues pertaining to the authority to speak about Africa and,
finally, third by equipping students with key critical skills to engage with knowledge claims
about Africa. A forthcoming book (Macamo 2019) spells out the major issues and will be
made available to students as soon as it has been published (June 2019).

Above all the objective of this course is to advance a critical perspective that facilitates urban
frameworks for development of humane urbanism. For that, we will

a) Engage with and decenter professional formal planning decision in the analysis of urban
development processes.

b) Analyze the current urban development processes and struggles through anti-capitalist,
anti-sexist and anti-racist lenses offered by critical interdisciplinary urban and planning
scholarship.

¢) Reflect on the global perspective we earn through this course, to better understand the
current struggles and contradictory processes of urban development in cities where students
are situated.

This course interrogates the relationship between planning and varied forms of grassroots
action in the context of global neoliberal capitalism. It critically examines the shifting
configuration of the roles and responsibility of state, market and citizens in this era of late
capitalism and asks what does this mean for planning as a field of praxis. Towards this
broader goal, we will discuss several critical themes: a) Planning theories: how overtime
planning theories have opened up from framing planning as a mere scientific activity of elite
professionals to include everyday practices of the grassroots. b) State decentralization and
citizenship: how reconfiguration of state-citizen relations have simultaneously given rise to
market oriented entrepreneurial planning and community-based participatory planning. In
specific, what these shifts mean for notion of citizenship. c) Radical care: how at the center of
self-reliant grassroots development are women and gendered responsibilities of collective
care. In specific, how feminist scholarship on informal politics and social reproduction
(collective consumption) help us understand grassroots practices for project of urbanization.
d) Insurgent practices of planning: how does processes of urban development in this late
capitalist era urge us to rethink planning as contested field of action by multiple actors and
decenter the role of professional planners in practices of planning. In specific, how we can
learn from grassroots insurgent planning practices and urban movements to shape a future
baring the promise of a humane urbanism. We will engage with each of the themes above
drawing on readings, insights, experiences and case examples from global South and North.
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In specific, the lectures will draw from instructor’s observations in cities of Latin America, West
and South Africa and the United States.

The course format combines lecture, discussion and group work. Overall, the morning
sessions include lectures, and the afternoon sessions include discussion of readings, group
work where students draw on course readings and lectures to reflect on their own
observations and experiences in cities where they have lived, worked, or studied, and
presentation of group works.

nature are increasingly fraught. Both historically and currently, one place where this results in
conflict is human-wildlife contact zones (national parks, conservancies, farms). This seminar
looks at such zones and how human-wildlife relations are structuring interspecies societies in
Southern Africa and Switzerland in the 20th and 21st century. In contemporary Southern
Africa, human-wildlife relations are the result of colonial and apartheid history and still play a
crucial economic and ideological role. Colonial understandings of human-wildlife relations
were hierarchical: they established a normative differentiation of fauna, for example, by
distinguishing between vermin, such as jackals, and so-called ‘royal game’ like elephants.
These differentiations in turn justified the establishment of a hierarchy between humans,
contesting the very humanity of colonized people. Switzerland, in contrast, has mostly been
spared the ‘downgrading’ of groups of people to the domain of the non-human (Batzing
2015). However, also in Switzerland, shifts in animal hierarchies have occurred as well and
they are increasingly debated in the public. In the seminar, we will draw on Southern African
case studies and academic debates and will discuss how far they can also help to understand
transformation of human-wildlife relations in Switzerland, e.g. the reintroduction of the wolf
or the beaver.

“We must change our way of Life. And we must do it now,” ecologists and environmental
scientists of all disciplines tell us. We in the Global North feel uncomfortable when we think
about what this may mean for us: less consumption of fossil resources, less meat, perhaps
smaller cars and no short-haul flights. Many will find all this unacceptable and disgusting. We
often forget that the environmental crisis, along other crises, has already caused dramatic
transformations of all kinds in the Global South. Islands in the Pacific lose their arable land
and may have disappeared altogether by the end of the century. In many Sahelian countries,
droughts and hunger crises have become so frequent that former farmers give up their fields
and flock to the rapidly growing cities where they might have a chance to survive in the
informal economy or from where they seek a way further South hoping to find a place where
they can still live a humble life. However, even the wetter parts of the continent are affected:
farmers whose livelihood was based on the cultivation of yams had to give it up because
rainfall became unpredictable; the long, tall grass for their thatched houses does not grow
anymore, and there is no wood for the rafters of the roofs, too. Many more examples from all
parts of the continent could be added.

Africa has gone through many existential transformations since it became the target of
European imperialism — and it is currently facing many more profound transformations than
Europe has had to cope with. First, the implementation of the colonial state and its oppressive
administration; second the introduction of capitalist modes of production together with
markets based on money as medium of exchange and monopoly currency; third, the
alienation from and re-appropriation of religious believes and worldviews; fourth, the rapid
growth of cities and endless urban agglomerations where all sorts of social life are challenged
and ceaselessly (re)invented; fifth, the degradation of nature and the loss of biological,
cultural and social diversity and livelihoods in all ecological spheres.

All these transformations are existential. There are very few people who can still claim that
they live like their parents did. The uncertainties they are confronted with are by far more
comprehensive than those the average person in the Global North has had to face until now.
Africans had to learn how to deal with these transformations, and they continue to do so -
and most likely, they will do so in the future as well. They have acquired a tremendous
amount of stochastic knowledge that helps them to overcome the challenges of their daily
lives. Africans are no victims.

This seminar looks at some of the most dramatic transformations Africans had to and must
deal with — sometimes successfully, sometimes without avail. The five fields mentioned above
serve as a guideline for our inquiries, but if there is an interest in other transformations,
advanced students can choose a topic of their choice. Preferably, case studies will come from
Africa, but if there is a profound interest in other regions, students are invited to do their
presentations on other regions of the world, as, for instance, the above-mentioned islands of
Oceania or the Amazonian rain forest. A detailed semester plan will be available by
September 1st.

Covid-19 has once again contributed to discussions regarding the possible transmission of
pathogens from non-human vertebrates to humans. Zoonotic diseases not only require
attention to such "spill-over" moments, but also highlight the coexistence of humans,
animals, pathogens, and parasites in what is currently being called the Anthropocene.
Entanglements are multifaceted, they can be both beneficial (e.g. animal therapeutics) and
harmful, and they raise ontological questions about life itself. In this seminar, we will engage
in such debates from an anthropological perspective. Our main focus will be on health in a
broad sense, as medical anthropology is currently calling for defining health and well-being
within a multispecies reality. The various case studies we will discuss will take us to African
contexts and beyond, emphasizing the importance of the ethnographic specificities of
varying local contexts.

An extensive list of the relevant literature will be distributed at the beginning of the semester.

This course is designed for students interested in quantitative research methods and
statistical analysis who already possess some basic knowledge about statistics and, if possible,
regression analysis. In the first three weeks of the course, we revisit some of the fundamentals
of statistical inference (such as the Central Limit Theorem, hypotheses tests, etc.) to offer
students with limited statistical background the possibility the catch up with the required
knowledge. Next, we cover the classical linear regression model, the assumptions we make
when running such a model, and how violations of these assumptions can be detected and
fixed. In the next section of the course we will discuss maximum likelihood estimation and
then apply this technigue to binary and categorical dependent variables (logit, probit, count
models, etc.). The focus of the course is not in mathematics, but to give students an intuition
of how the different modelling techniques actually work. At the end of the course participants
should be able to apply the covered material to their own research. In addition, students
should learn how to graphically present the results of the models for professional
publications.

This seminar explores current theories in and for urban studies. Through intensive reading,
students in the course will explore how urban theory, postcolonial studies, feminist theory,
science and technology studies, theories of capitalism, the environmental humanities, and
critical race studies have been brought to bear on urban research. Our central goal is to
problematize the relationship between the intellectual project of various strands of self-
identified theory and its purpose or intended domain of “application” in urban studies. Rather
than conceiving of theory as somehow hovering above reality or disciplinary purviews and
therefore universally applicable to urban analysis, this course situates theoretical production
in the specific intellectual, material, and geographical contexts from which it emerges.

Central to this course is the ability to situate theory’s claims to validity in the urban. We will
start from current urban debates that position “theory from the South” against renewed
efforts to theorize global change and planetary transformation. Of particular interest here is
an understanding how specific histories of global conflict as well as current anti-colonial,
feminist, queer, environmentalist, and indigenous struggles spur theories of urbanity and
urban transformation. Our focus will also be on the relationship between technology and
subjectivity in the conceptualization of cities, and how race and gender can be analyzed as
both constitutive of and constructed by the urban. We will also examine recent
conceptualizations of nature and capitalism can inform new approaches to our

This course looks at the lives and experiences of ‘women’ in African history, between the 17th
and the 20th century. Hereby we anticipate that the category of ‘woman’ is a social and
cultural construct, which needs to be reflected historically and against the backdrop of
contemporary concerns with non-binary and gender theoretical propositions. The course
considers prominent and powerful ‘women’, among them royal dignitaries, members of
colonial elites, intellectuals or writers, as well as disempowered and disenfranchised female
slaves, workers, and rural dwellers. The ‘women’s’ lives and experiences will take us on a
journey through West, East, Central and Southern Africa, and we will consider them in ways
that situate these ‘women’ in the social, political, and cultural worlds they inhabited, while at
the same time preserving the possibility of their originality and individuality to emerge. We
pay attention to how the lives and experiences of historical subjects emerge from the archive,
how they are narrated and mediated — through archival sources authored by missionaries,
colonial officers, adventures and researchers; how these lives and experiences are made and
remade in autobiographical narratives produced by African ‘women’ themselves; how they
are represented through visual forms and media such as historical photographs, etchings,
paintings, and films; or constituted in the narratives produced by contemporary historians.
The visual in particular will allow us to explore how some African women from the past have
developed remarkable afterlives across a wide range of political, cultural and aesthetic
practices by which contemporary African societies negotiate memory and historical
consciousness. We are, in short, interested in African women'’s lives as lived, narrated and
transformed. The course will provide opportunities for exploring African women'’s and gender
history through some of the most interesting historical scholarship, but it will more
importantly focus on close ‘readings’ of written and visual archival sources. Films, graphic arts
and exhibits will take us into the domain of public history.

“quilombo” today stands for a Brazilian settlement of African descent. Anthropologists and
historians meanwhile have arrived at a new understanding of these rural communities, calling
for a broader definition: Regardless of their specific history, quilombos share collective
identities and notions, linking them to their African roots and making them fight common
battles as people in DRC, Switzerland or anywhere else: against capitalism and racism, and for
the equitable distribution of resources.

The VHL takes place in Lugano from 13-18 September 2021. Participants will work together
with Brazilian, Congolese and Swiss artists in residence at Lago Mio.

This lecture aims to provide students with a survey of the key concepts and theories of and
critical approaches to postcolonial and transnational Anglophone literatures.

What are the cultural, psychological and socio-economic legacies of colonial encounters?
Why are some authors called 'imperial', others 'diasporic' or 'postcolonial'? How do you
analyse a novel by a Bangladeshi or a Kenyan writer? What does migration have to do with
literary imagination? These are just some of the questions we will address in this lecture. In
order to shed light on the terminological, institutional, theoretical and political developments
in the field of Postcolonial Studies, this lecture will introduce students to a variety of
Anglophone texts (fiction, drama, film, theoretical and ethnographic studies, etc.) by authors
who descend from countries marked by their encounter with the British Empire (e.g., Canada,
Kenya, New Zealand, Oceania) and key texts by postcolonial theorists and critics (e.g., Fanon,
Said, Spivak). We will discuss the primary texts within the broader context of the field's central
concepts and concerns, including authenticity, colonialism, diaspora, essentialism, hybridity,
identity politics, imperialism, nationalism, Orientalism, representation, resistance and
subalternity.

Theoretical and primary texts will be made available on ADAM.

3. Manage and consolidate your own learning: Demonstrate the ability to research, synthesise
and make arguments on specific themes and materials related to the module.

4. Communicate your arguments to specialist and non-specialist audiences.

Where do human rights come from? How are they made real ? What are the possibilities and
limitations of human rights in making the world a better place? And what can African human
rights perspectives teach us about their possible future? Human rights are one of the most
profound legacies of the 20th century: an attempt by politicians, policy makers, scholars, and
humanitarians to erect obstacles against future state violence and other crimes against
humanity. Over time, human rights have become a global phenomenon with unexpected
outcomes and effects. Though developed by nations and transnational in scope, human
rights ideas and language have been adapted and reworked in a variety of contexts
worldwide, becoming the object of, as well as a resource for, popular struggles, state
policymaking, and transnational movements. Today, however, scepticism and
disenchantment about human rights’ radical potential is widespread. Are we living through
the end time of human rights, or can the idea of human rights survive its critics?

African countries and contexts have been at the forefront of these developments. From the
South African Truth and Reconciliation Commission to the Rwandan genocide and its
aftermath, to current debates about activism, LGTBQI+ rights and the contested role of the
International Criminal Court, African states and citizens have had to navigate the tensions
between utopian universalism and international liberalism, and cultural relativism and
heightened nationalisms. In this workshop series, we will examine the historical origins,
philosophical underpinnings and the global expansion of human rights thinking. We will
consider the question of universality in the application of human rights and explore human
rights’ contemporary practices to highlight the tensions they reveal and the contradictions
they manifest, specifically in Africa.

During most of the 20th century South Africa’s economy was built on the exploitation of
millions of migrant workers from South Africa and its neighbouring territories. These migrant
workers received limited contracts (usually 9-12 months) after which they had to return to the
areas where they had been conscripted. Migrant workers were neither allowed to bring their
families nor to change their employers. In the racist system of South Africa, so-called Contract
Labourers were relegated to the lowest rank of the social hierarchy. South Africa’s migrant (or
contract) labour system became synonymous with the apartheid regime’s rule. However, this
system was not unique to South Africa, nor the colonized world, but also existed for instance
in Switzerland, here in form of the legal framework of the “Saisonnierstatut” between 1931
and 2002.

The parallel between South Africa’s contract labour system and the Swiss “Saisonnierstatut”
has first been drawn during the campaign surrounding the so-called Schwarzenbach Initiative

in 1970. The Schwarzenbach Initiative aimed at restricting the percentage of immigrants
allowed into Switzerland. An acceptance of the initiative would have resulted in the expulsion
of circa 300'000 people, mainly from Italy. The influx of cheap labour needed by the Swiss
economy, would have instead been regulated by keeping-up and strengthening the system
of conscription of migrant labourers, so-called “Saisonniers”. The Schwarzenbach Initiative
thus aimed at securing the Swiss economy through the exploitation of migrants, while at the
same time ‘preserving’ Switzerland's culture against what supporters believed to be an
“Uberfremdung” of Switzerland.

In this seminar (Ubung) we discuss these systems of labour conscription in their historical
contexts in both countries and their enduring legacies of underlying xenophobia and/or
racism, cultural essentialism and nationalism.

Above all the objective of this course is to advance a critical perspective that facilitates urban
frameworks for development of humane urbanism. For that, we will

a) Engage with and decenter professional formal planning decision in the analysis of urban
development processes.

b) Analyze the current urban development processes and struggles through anti-capitalist,
anti-sexist and anti-racist lenses offered by critical interdisciplinary urban and planning
scholarship.

¢) Reflect on the global perspective we earn through this course, to better understand the
current struggles and contradictory processes of urban development in cities where students
are situated.

This course interrogates the relationship between planning and varied forms of grassroots
action in the context of global neoliberal capitalism. It critically examines the shifting
configuration of the roles and responsibility of state, market and citizens in this era of late
capitalism and asks what does this mean for planning as a field of praxis. Towards this
broader goal, we will discuss several critical themes: a) Planning theories: how overtime
planning theories have opened up from framing planning as a mere scientific activity of elite
professionals to include everyday practices of the grassroots. b) State decentralization and
citizenship: how reconfiguration of state-citizen relations have simultaneously given rise to
market oriented entrepreneurial planning and community-based participatory planning. In
specific, what these shifts mean for notion of citizenship. c) Radical care: how at the center of
self-reliant grassroots development are women and gendered responsibilities of collective
care. In specific, how feminist scholarship on informal politics and social reproduction
(collective consumption) help us understand grassroots practices for project of urbanization.
d) Insurgent practices of planning: how does processes of urban development in this late
capitalist era urge us to rethink planning as contested field of action by multiple actors and
decenter the role of professional planners in practices of planning. In specific, how we can
learn from grassroots insurgent planning practices and urban movements to shape a future
baring the promise of a humane urbanism. We will engage with each of the themes above
drawing on readings, insights, experiences and case examples from global South and North.
In specific, the lectures will draw from instructor’s observations in cities of Latin America, West
and South Africa and the United States.

The course format combines lecture, discussion and group work. Overall, the morning
sessions include lectures, and the afternoon sessions include discussion of readings, group
work where students draw on course readings and lectures to reflect on their own
observations and experiences in cities where they have lived, worked, or studied, and
presentation of group works.

In this course, the students will critically analyse the differences in colonial descriptions of the
consumption of alcoholic drinks among the Jewish and Muslim colonised in North Africa, as
well as among the European settlers. In the first part, the long precolonial history of alcohol in
the region (beer, wine, palm wine, date and fig liquors, etc.) will be studied alongside the
prohibition of alcohol in the Qur'an. In the rest of the seminar, diverse aspects of the colonial
discourse on alcohol in North Africa will be analysed, such as: the idea that civilisation could
be measured (and, indeed, increased) through the levels of alcohol consumption in a society;
the European understanding of the alcohol prohibition in the Qur'an, and the fixation of
European authors on how Muslims circumvented this prohibition; the theory of insanity
through alcohol consumption; an increase in criminality blamed on alcohol drinking; the
notion of alcohol being a “male drink” and the pathologisation and criminalization of alcohol-
drinking women resulting from this notion; the introduction of bans on the production, sale
and consumption of alcohol in the North African colonies; the idea of alcohol smuggling as a
loss for the colonial state, and taxes on imported alcohol. The principle question of this
seminar is whether women and men, the colonised and the colonisers, settlers and
metropolitans, workers, traders, and the elite, drank the same or different alcoholic drinks,
and whether they were defined in these colonial descriptions by what and where they
consumed their drinks of choice.

Work has a central place in society, politics, culture and the economy. It supports the
production of goods and services, it has a pivotal social value and is preponderant in human
socialization; it supports access to consumption; it is a source of social rights and political
citizenship; qualifies and situates people in society; appears pertinent in

solving environmental and ecological problems. This centrality was shaped in a complex path
of struggle for the dignity of the worker and against his alienation, in a balance between the
individual and the collective, affirming work as a universal value. There is why alongside with
the centrality of work we have to highlight another trend of theoretical and methodological
significance in the global labour studies, that is, the social critical theory as a main
perspective, over the traditional making of knowledge.

Globalization is now an encompassing phenomenon that has connected commaodities,
investments and the workforce on a global scale. This process has changed the world
qualitatively and acquired a strong new impulse in the last five decades, with massive
urbanization and salaried employment of millions of workers in the global South. However, it
took place in an uneven and combined movement — linking the same huge global supply
chain across different territories, nationalities, regions, cultures, differences in workforce
training and qualification, access to transport and services (social wage) and very diverse
salary levels and/or living and working conditions (standard/nonstandard employment), in
sync with massive population migrations and relocation of companies, around the globe,
rendering it hard, for researchers, to assess.

What are the key-factors shaping the current production restructuring on a global scale, as
well as its main trends? What is the relation between the workforce and the periphery, the
semi-periphery and the centre of the world system? There was a worldwide boost both in the
movement of goods (including consumer goods) and the workforce in the world after the
1970s. Nowadays, cities prevail overwhelmingly over the countryside, and the vast majority of
the world population works for the market, in its many forms and in quite distinct labour
conditions or social relations as a whole.

It is not an easy task to grasp such complex, multidimensional and elusive universe. To
understand such convoluted phenomena implications — events and processes, facts or
categories, both realities and/or representations — demands us dealing with solid
transdisciplinary research in global studies within the context of academic systems. How can
we, through scientific theory and methodology, as the transformation of the global world
increasingly integrates us all, resist pressures — of all forms and shapes — that leads to
methodological nationalism and fragmented, anti-universalists studies?

Main topics of discussion:
Global Labour History —a new “field of attention”1?

The theoretical and conceptual formulas of the founders: Jan Lucassen and Marcel van der
Linden2;

Workers of the World3: the critique of Eurocentrism and methodological nationalism:
Immanuel Wallerstein’s world-systems theory; the Bielefeld School; ethnological studies (e.g.
Papua New Guinea), the theory of uneven and combined development and world history
(interconnected histories and its developments)

The importance of the global labour history in times of relocation, neoliberalism and the “just
in time” production-model: the links between national and international in the making of
modern and contemporary history;

The rejection of the entification and / or essentialization of the universal historical agency
(critique of operaismo / workerism, Stakhanovism and the scientific rationalization of work in
the capitalist mode of production);

The expanded concept of working class and the unevenly combined forms of wage workers
and other historical forms of socially necessary work;

Demarche of theories, programmes and methods — the world-systems and the socalled
“Global South

Some recent developments in the field of social historiography or the “New” Global Labour
History: ° Considerations / Criticisms / Developments

Analysis of the projects: The Collective research model and the Workers Inquiry Research
Model.

Methodological nationalism, eurocentrism and a narrow, limited conceptualization of the
working classes: the course is based on these three main theoretical and methodological
critiques, which were raised in Marcel Van der Linden’s essential contribution to the History of
Global Labour and its entanglements. Hence, we will deal with theories and methodologies of
the social theory of work and its contribution to understanding the history of globalization
and the methodology of global studies. It will seek to show the founding principles of this
area of studies, its foundations, developments and criticism. In the second part of the course,
we analyze in detail the construction of two projects in global history and transdisciplinary
global studies, based on the collective investigation method and the inquiry into the world of
work.

- an ability to understand how the production of space shapes violence and how spatial
analysis in turn can offer a unique edge in analyzing and contesting it

- an ability to conduct individual and collaborative spatial interdisciplinary research
combining humanities and social science methods with creative practice and visual
représentation

- an ability to raise and discuss inextricably theoretical, political and methodological
questions in relation to the different tools and methods used to register traces of violence
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- an ability to reflect critically on the potentials, limits and ambivalences of the law

Areas of mobility conflicts erupt across the globe — wherever the movements of migrants
clash with bordering practices. They are most intense along the fault lines of the world
system, where economic inequality and racialized difference overlap. These mobility conflicts
precaritize migrants’ journeys, and structurally generate large-scale borders deaths. The IOM
has counted more then 30.000 deaths globally since 2014 — and many more lives are lost
leaving no other trace than the absence that haunts their families. The Mediterranean is the
epicentre of this global deathscape. This seminar will introduce students to the causes and
shifting modalities of border violence, focusing specifically on the Mediterranean frontier, and
the way spatial analysis can be used to document and contest this violence. After introducing
students to the “forensic turn” in human rights practice and social sciences — the use of novel
techniques to make traces of violence emerge and present them in various forums —and the
critical forensic practice pioneered by Forensic Architecture, it will focus specifically on the
research conducted within the Forensic Oceanography project, all the while unpacking
theoretical and methodological challenges that resonate far beyond migration and bordering
at sea.

Drawing from the disciplines of geography, architecture, media studies, political science,
history, and anthropology, the aim of this course is to introduce students to the conceptual
and methodological innovations spurred by critical forensic practice, so that students can
experiment with them in turn. By sharing the research conducted by Forensic Oceanography,
the course will allow students to address a wide range of questions such as: how can we
understand and register violence in its many different guises? How does border violence
operate and how are geophysical environments harnessed within it ? How can we navigate
complex regimes of (in)visibility, in which deaths can be hidden but also spectacularised?
What is the politics of different technologies and methods used to reconstruct cases of
violence? What are the potentials, limits and ambivalences of strategic litigation and the
language of the law? By exploring these questions, the course will equip students with the
conceptual tools to navigate the complexities of politically engaged, research based, spatial
practice.

The seminar will be structured into five intensive sessions, involve a lecture, the screening of
videos in relation to the investigation of specific cases, extensive discussions with students
that will be based on readings and reading notes prepared by the students. The last two
sessions will be centred on student presentations.

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The participants know and understand:

- the fundamental contents of contemporary ‘political ecology’;

- anthropological approaches, historical perspectives and social sciences interpretations with
regard to ‘nature-culture’ relations and 'cultural ecology’;

- potential effects of current societal transformations (with a main focus on Global South) on
physical environment (based on actual examples);

- the quality of interdependency ‘social environment-physical environment’ against the
backdrop of these changes (in Global South and Global North, based on actual examples);

- potential consequences of global environmental changes on societies who undergo these
transformations (i.e. the intersection of global-local realities);

- modes and qualities of ecology-induced fields of conflicts, frictions and problems.
Substantial societal transformations in the Global South encompass, for instance,
urbanisation (linked with mobility and migration movements), reconstruction of the physical
environment (‘landscaping’), economic structural conversions, demographic change and
processes of social reconfiguration as well as further alterations such as change of lifestyle
(‘urbanity') and of leisure activities (linked with tourism). In reference to these comprehensive
and big reconfigurations, political ecology postulates that ecological problems caused by
these transformations have to be considered within their historical, political, economic,
cultural and social context and also to be investigated against this multiple background.
Thereby, the analysis of environmental complications focuses on the revealing, identification
and visualisation of the (vested) interests, the power of control, the balance of power and the
power relations of (directly and indirectly) involved actors and their discourses — with a
commitment to a future-oriented justice, equity and sustainability.

The dynamic being inherent in these reconfigurations in all societies of the Global South
shows two meaningful characteristics: 1. The very high pace of these on-going
transformations; and 2. the very big number of humans being affected by these processes. It
is therefore not surprising that the sustainability of (until now) existing structures and
initiated developments in these countries is not ensured anymore due to the velocity of the
changes and the quantity of concerned people.

The social sciences gradually begin to study and analyse the causes and the effects of these
transformations in the mentioned societies. In doing so, their research perspectives shed light
(up to now) on these changes only within social and cultural agentic entities (for example
community, household) and hardly on the impact on humans’ physical environment and its
(mostly negative) repercussion on the societal contexts.

This course will address different actual and current topics in the light of sustainable
development and the above-mentioned transformations as well as of political ecology, as for
example: the urban space as future ‘hot spot’ with multiple life worlds and ways of utilization;
logging, mining and oil drilling activities in sensible environments and communities: nature
and culture versus the triangle ‘power, politics and money’ in the extraction world; water as
important global resource and simultaneously of vital importance: whose water is it in the
future?; ecotourism: its impact on natural resources and social/cultural environment —or is
‘eco-' really ‘eco-'?; the marine space between hope and hazard, conservation and
overexploitation; ‘ecohealth’: health/illness in the intersection of men-nature-anthropocene;
global warming: are local answers enough?; ‘biofuel’ and the outcomes of food for energy
production: how sustainable is ‘bio-?;, food and nutrition in global competition: first culture,
then nature?; sustainability under high scrutiny: adjusted environment and development
programmes — but whose perspective do they represent?; national parks and the power and
impotence of different stakeholders; eco-labelling: a current epidemy or rational
qualification?; the fate of the ‘commons’ — or new stimuli for a more just and fairer model of
sustainability and equity such as 'earth rights'?; permaculture - a new ideology in
environment-friendly agriculture? Invasive new species: blessing or curse ... or both?

The global flows and the debates about sustainability have revealed that many ecology-
focused phenomena affect both Global South and Global North and cannot be ascribed
anymore to one world region. We may think about climate change (e.g. climate change
migrants), food consumption (e.g. meat production and its consumption; oil palm cultivation
and food industry), global mobility (e.g. from eco-tourism to travelling viruses) or commodity
trading (e.g. global commodity trading industry, its infrastructure and its financial business).
Such dynamics involve more and more ourselves in very direct ways (e.g. as consumer,
citizen, broker and/or producer).

With regard to the described transformations and general interactions ‘culture-nature’ this
course poses four general questions:

1. Which impact do these above-stated societal transformations exert on the physical
environment (man > nature)?

2. Which effects in reverse do these global or local environmental processes have on the
stated societal transformations (nature > man)?

3. Which qualitative assessment and judgment is generated as well by political ecology (for
instance, power structures, political economy, in/equity, historicity)?

4. Do new approaches or perspectives/viewpoints of sustainability emerge from these

Inhalt Few scholars writing about Cairo today have failed to notice the huge billboards that flank

major bridges and highways advertising the New City Capital and luxurious gated
compounds. The graphic visualizations of the New Capital echo narratives of the Great
Exhibitions of the nineteenth century, at the same time that they expand on neoliberal and
militarized ways of being. Meanwhile, local business in downtown Cairo have come up
against the ongoing rise of Arab Gulf-style malls in the east and west of the capital. Urban
planners and geographers have mostly concentrated on delineating the economic, political
and social factors that have informed the changes taking place.

This course provides an in-depth exploration of the multifaceted transformations taking place
in Cairo, and their links with urban capitals in the region. Students will develop a critical
understanding of the various ways in which gated compounds, highways and public
transportation systems have enhanced an image of a “new” Cairo and erased the possibilities
presented by centralized public squares. The course will allow students to address a wide
range of questions including: What image of Cairo is being constructed? How does this image
match the visual landscape visible through car windows (private vehicles) as opposed to

Where do human rights come from? How are they made real ? What are the possibilities and
limitations of human rights in making the world a better place? And what can African human
rights perspectives teach us about their possible future? Human rights are one of the most
profound legacies of the 20th century: an attempt by politicians, policy makers, scholars, and
humanitarians to erect obstacles against future state violence and other crimes against
humanity. Over time, human rights have become a global phenomenon with unexpected
outcomes and effects. Though developed by nations and transnational in scope, human
rights ideas and language have been adapted and reworked in a variety of contexts
worldwide, becoming the object of, as well as a resource for, popular struggles, state
policymaking, and transnational movements. Today, however, scepticism and
disenchantment about human rights’ radical potential is widespread. Are we living through
the end time of human rights, or can the idea of human rights survive its critics?

African countries and contexts have been at the forefront of these developments. From the
South African Truth and Reconciliation Commission to the Rwandan genocide and its
aftermath, to current debates about activism, LGTBQI+ rights and the contested role of the
International Criminal Court, African states and citizens have had to navigate the tensions
between utopian universalism and international liberalism, and cultural relativism and
heightened nationalisms. In this workshop series, we will examine the historical origins,
philosophical underpinnings and the global expansion of human rights thinking. We will
consider the question of universality in the application of human rights and explore human
rights’ contemporary practices to highlight the tensions they reveal and the contradictions
they manifest, specifically in Africa.

Africans’ working lives changed profoundly during the nineteenth century. Among other core
developments, southern Africa’s pastoral economies suffered under the growing pressure of
expanding settler states and economies, jeopardizing the livelihoods of countless households
and families. Emancipation from slavery came into effect in 1838 in today’s South Africa, but a
growing number of Africans was induced to take up waged labour for private employers such
as colonial farmers in in the decades to come. While labouring on farms as household
servants, cattle herders, or shepherds was indeed part of a conscious livelihood strategy,
Africans’ access to land and livestock — and with it the possibility of making their own choices
—increasingly diminished.

The course focuses on pastoralism and farm labour in the wake of settler colonisation in
southern Africa during the nineteenth century, especially in today’s South Africa and Namibia.
Next to tracing and discussing the (violent) establishment of settler colonialism and how it
transformed the region’s social and economic landscape, we will engage with a range of
topics and themes. These include different forms of ‘free’ and unfree labour such as waged
and indentured labour as well as labourers’ working experiences and the oftentimes violent
working conditions they had to endure on farms. Moreover, we will discuss labour practices
such as the breeding and herding of livestock and their social, cultural, and economic
meaning, next to different and conflicting views on labour — and conceptions of ‘race,’
gender, class, and age that shaped them.

A central aim of the course is to teach students how to approach a historical topic with the
tools of historians. Another one is the work with historical sources: throughout the semester,
we will look at and interpret a broad variety of sources, including criminal records, colonial
legislation, oral traditions, government reports, and folktales. Students will thereby acquire
skills essential for critically engaging with Africa’s colonial history, and the past more
generally. And by tapping into the history of pastoralism, farm labour, and settler colonialism,
students will not only gain insights into these specific themes, but also into the broader social
and labour history of southern Africa in the nineteenth century. The course will be held in
English, but we can switch to German at any time.

During most of the 20th century South Africa’s economy was built on the exploitation of
millions of migrant workers from South Africa and its neighbouring territories. These migrant
workers received limited contracts (usually 9-12 months) after which they had to return to the
areas where they had been conscripted. Migrant workers were neither allowed to bring their
families nor to change their employers. In the racist system of South Africa, so-called Contract
Labourers were relegated to the lowest rank of the social hierarchy. South Africa’s migrant (or
contract) labour system became synonymous with the apartheid regime’s rule. However, this
system was not unique to South Africa, nor the colonized world, but also existed for instance
in Switzerland, here in form of the legal framework of the “Saisonnierstatut” between 1931
and 2002.

The parallel between South Africa’s contract labour system and the Swiss “Saisonnierstatut”
has first been drawn during the campaign surrounding the so-called Schwarzenbach Initiative
in 1970. The Schwarzenbach Initiative aimed at restricting the percentage of immigrants
allowed into Switzerland. An acceptance of the initiative would have resulted in the expulsion
of circa 300’000 people, mainly from Italy. The influx of cheap labour needed by the Swiss
economy, would have instead been regulated by keeping-up and strengthening the system
of conscription of migrant labourers, so-called “Saisonniers”. The Schwarzenbach Initiative
thus aimed at securing the Swiss economy through the exploitation of migrants, while at the

same time ‘preserving’ Switzerland's culture against what supporters believed to be an
“Uberfremdung” of Switzerland.

In this seminar (Ubung) we discuss these systems of labour conscription in their historical
contexts in both countries and their enduring legacies of underlying xenophobia and/or
racism, cultural essentialism and nationalism.

In this course, the students will critically analyse the differences in colonial descriptions of the
consumption of alcoholic drinks among the Jewish and Muslim colonised in North Africa, as
well as among the European settlers. In the first part, the long precolonial history of alcohol in
the region (beer, wine, palm wine, date and fig liquors, etc.) will be studied alongside the
prohibition of alcohol in the Qur'an. In the rest of the seminar, diverse aspects of the colonial
discourse on alcohol in North Africa will be analysed, such as: the idea that civilisation could
be measured (and, indeed, increased) through the levels of alcohol consumption in a society;
the European understanding of the alcohol prohibition in the Qur'an, and the fixation of
European authors on how Muslims circumvented this prohibition; the theory of insanity
through alcohol consumption; an increase in criminality blamed on alcohol drinking; the
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notion of alcohol being a “male drink” and the pathologisation and criminalization of alcohol-
drinking women resulting from this notion; the introduction of bans on the production, sale
and consumption of alcohol in the North African colonies; the idea of alcohol smuggling as a
loss for the colonial state, and taxes on imported alcohol. The principle question of this
seminar is whether women and men, the colonised and the colonisers, settlers and
metropolitans, workers, traders, and the elite, drank the same or different alcoholic drinks,
and whether they were defined in these colonial descriptions by what and where they
consumed their drinks of choice.

Covid-19 has once again contributed to discussions regarding the possible transmission of
pathogens from non-human vertebrates to humans. Zoonotic diseases not only require
attention to such "spill-over" moments, but also highlight the coexistence of humans,
animals, pathogens, and parasites in what is currently being called the Anthropocene.
Entanglements are multifaceted, they can be both beneficial (e.g. animal therapeutics) and
harmful, and they raise ontological questions about life itself. In this seminar, we will engage
in such debates from an anthropological perspective. Our main focus will be on health in a
broad sense, as medical anthropology is currently calling for defining health and well-being
within a multispecies reality. The various case studies we will discuss will take us to African
contexts and beyond, emphasizing the importance of the ethnographic specificities of
varying local contexts.

An extensive list of the relevant literature will be distributed at the beginning of the semester.

To provide insight into the ecology of infectious diseases in Africa to students of African
Studies; to provide insight into the impact of disease on sustainable development to students
of Sustainable Development; to provide background on environmental determinants of
disease to students in Epidemiology.

Environmental effects on the risk of infectious diseases are not new. Micro- and macro
parasites share many fundamental properties with humans and animals. Hence, an ecological
perspective is appropriate for understanding and controlling infectious diseases. Ecological
thinking recognises the importance of fundamental physical, chemical and biological
processes that affect the survival and reproduction of all living organisms. These include
evolutionary, social, economic and political processes. Theoretical concepts move from “One
Health”, which emphasises close cooperation of human and animal health interventions, to
broader considerations of health in social-ecological systems.

Theoretical lectures and group work are combined with presentations from ongoing research
projects on avian influenza, rabies, bovine tuberculosis, brucellosis and anthrax of the human
and animal health research group at Swiss TPH. In this year, individual students are invited to
contribute to a Massive Open Online Course (MOOC) on One Health.

Above all the objective of this course is to advance a critical perspective that facilitates urban
frameworks for development of humane urbanism. For that, we will

a) Engage with and decenter professional formal planning decision in the analysis of urban
development processes.

b) Analyze the current urban development processes and struggles through anti-capitalist,
anti-sexist and anti-racist lenses offered by critical interdisciplinary urban and planning
scholarship.

c) Reflect on the global perspective we earn through this course, to better understand the
current struggles and contradictory processes of urban development in cities where students
are situated.

This course interrogates the relationship between planning and varied forms of grassroots
action in the context of global neoliberal capitalism. It critically examines the shifting
configuration of the roles and responsibility of state, market and citizens in this era of late
capitalism and asks what does this mean for planning as a field of praxis. Towards this
broader goal, we will discuss several critical themes: a) Planning theories: how overtime
planning theories have opened up from framing planning as a mere scientific activity of elite
professionals to include everyday practices of the grassroots. b) State decentralization and
citizenship: how reconfiguration of state-citizen relations have simultaneously given rise to
market oriented entrepreneurial planning and community-based participatory planning. In
specific, what these shifts mean for notion of citizenship. c) Radical care: how at the center of
self-reliant grassroots development are women and gendered responsibilities of collective
care. In specific, how feminist scholarship on informal politics and social reproduction
(collective consumption) help us understand grassroots practices for project of urbanization.
d) Insurgent practices of planning: how does processes of urban development in this late
capitalist era urge us to rethink planning as contested field of action by multiple actors and
decenter the role of professional planners in practices of planning. In specific, how we can
learn from grassroots insurgent planning practices and urban movements to shape a future
baring the promise of a humane urbanism. We will engage with each of the themes above
drawing on readings, insights, experiences and case examples from global South and North.
In specific, the lectures will draw from instructor’s observations in cities of Latin America, West
and South Africa and the United States.

The course format combines lecture, discussion and group work. Overall, the morning
sessions include lectures, and the afternoon sessions include discussion of readings, group
work where students draw on course readings and lectures to reflect on their own
observations and experiences in cities where they have lived, worked, or studied, and
presentation of group works.

Inhalt In contexts of growing habitat loss and climate change, human relations with and within
nature are increasingly fraught. Both historically and currently, one place where this results in
conflict is human-wildlife contact zones (national parks, conservancies, farms). This seminar
looks at such zones and how human-wildlife relations are structuring interspecies societies in
Southern Africa and Switzerland in the 20th and 21st century. In contemporary Southern
Africa, human-wildlife relations are the result of colonial and apartheid history and still play a
crucial economic and ideological role. Colonial understandings of human-wildlife relations
were hierarchical: they established a normative differentiation of fauna, for example, by
distinguishing between vermin, such as jackals, and so-called ‘royal game'’ like elephants.
These differentiations in turn justified the establishment of a hierarchy between humans,
contesting the very humanity of colonized people. Switzerland, in contrast, has mostly been
spared the ‘downgrading’ of groups of people to the domain of the non-human (Bétzing
2015). However, also in Switzerland, shifts in animal hierarchies have occurred as well and
they are increasingly debated in the public. In the seminar, we will draw on Southern African
case studies and academic debates and will discuss how far they can also help to understand
transformation of human-wildlife relations in Switzerland, e.g. the reintroduction of the wolf
or the beaver.

The central questions of environmental ethics concern the moral obligations we have
towards protecting our natural environment. How can these obligations be rationally
justified? What do they include? Physiocentric approaches suppose that the value of
protecting our environment is not just based on human interests. In contrast, anthropocentric
approaches completely explain the obligation to conserve the nonhuman nature by
reference to the interests of human beings who for example have a need for an undestroyed
environment as an economical ressource or as an area for their relaxation. These different
approaches will be discussed in the first part of the course.

Sustainable development is aiming at the protection of the economical and ecological
conditions of the good life of future generations. By serving this goal environmental ethics
becomes part of an ethics concerning our responsibility for the future. In the second part of
the course different readings of this responsibility will be discussed. In this context, it will also
be examined in which way our obligation to protect our environment can be justified by the
idea of justice between present and future generations.

“We must change our way of Life. And we must do it now,” ecologists and environmental
scientists of all disciplines tell us. We in the Global North feel uncomfortable when we think
about what this may mean for us: less consumption of fossil resources, less meat, perhaps
smaller cars and no short-haul flights. Many will find all this unacceptable and disgusting. We
often forget that the environmental crisis, along other crises, has already caused dramatic
transformations of all kinds in the Global South. Islands in the Pacific lose their arable land
and may have disappeared altogether by the end of the century. In many Sahelian countries,
droughts and hunger crises have become so frequent that former farmers give up their fields
and flock to the rapidly growing cities where they might have a chance to survive in the
informal economy or from where they seek a way further South hoping to find a place where
they can still live a humble life. However, even the wetter parts of the continent are affected:
farmers whose livelihood was based on the cultivation of yams had to give it up because
rainfall became unpredictable; the long, tall grass for their thatched houses does not grow
anymore, and there is no wood for the rafters of the roofs, too. Many more examples from all
parts of the continent could be added.

Africa has gone through many existential transformations since it became the target of
European imperialism — and it is currently facing many more profound transformations than
Europe has had to cope with. First, the implementation of the colonial state and its oppressive
administration; second the introduction of capitalist modes of production together with
markets based on money as medium of exchange and monopoly currency; third, the
alienation from and re-appropriation of religious believes and worldviews; fourth, the rapid
growth of cities and endless urban agglomerations where all sorts of social life are challenged
and ceaselessly (re)invented; fifth, the degradation of nature and the loss of biological,
cultural and social diversity and livelihoods in all ecological spheres.

All these transformations are existential. There are very few people who can still claim that
they live like their parents did. The uncertainties they are confronted with are by far more
comprehensive than those the average person in the Global North has had to face until now.
Africans had to learn how to deal with these transformations, and they continue to do so -
and most likely, they will do so in the future as well. They have acquired a tremendous
amount of stochastic knowledge that helps them to overcome the challenges of their daily
lives. Africans are no victims.

This seminar looks at some of the most dramatic transformations Africans had to and must
deal with — sometimes successfully, sometimes without avail. The five fields mentioned above
serve as a guideline for our inquiries, but if there is an interest in other transformations,
advanced students can choose a topic of their choice. Preferably, case studies will come from
Africa, but if there is a profound interest in other regions, students are invited to do their
presentations on other regions of the world, as, for instance, the above-mentioned islands of
Oceania or the Amazonian rain forest. A detailed semester plan will be available by
September 1st.

Inhalt Covid-19 has once again contributed to discussions regarding the possible transmission of
pathogens from non-human vertebrates to humans. Zoonotic diseases not only require
attention to such "spill-over" moments, but also highlight the coexistence of humans,
animals, pathogens, and parasites in what is currently being called the Anthropocene.
Entanglements are multifaceted, they can be both beneficial (e.g. animal therapeutics) and
harmful, and they raise ontological questions about life itself. In this seminar, we will engage
in such debates from an anthropological perspective. Our main focus will be on health in a
broad sense, as medical anthropology is currently calling for defining health and well-being
within a multispecies reality. The various case studies we will discuss will take us to African
contexts and beyond, emphasizing the importance of the ethnographic specificities of
varying local contexts.

The participants know and understand:

- the fundamental contents of contemporary ‘political ecology’;

- anthropological approaches, historical perspectives and social sciences interpretations with
regard to ‘nature-culture’ relations and ‘cultural ecology’;

- potential effects of current societal transformations (with a main focus on Global South) on
physical environment (based on actual examples);

- the quality of interdependency ‘social environment-physical environment’ against the
backdrop of these changes (in Global South and Global North, based on actual examples);

- potential consequences of global environmental changes on societies who undergo these
transformations (i.e. the intersection of global-local realities);

- modes and qualities of ecology-induced fields of conflicts, frictions and problems.
Substantial societal transformations in the Global South encompass, for instance,
urbanisation (linked with mobility and migration movements), reconstruction of the physical
environment (‘landscaping’), economic structural conversions, demographic change and
processes of social reconfiguration as well as further alterations such as change of lifestyle
(‘urbanity’) and of leisure activities (linked with tourism). In reference to these comprehensive
and big reconfigurations, political ecology postulates that ecological problems caused by
these transformations have to be considered within their historical, political, economic,
cultural and social context and also to be investigated against this multiple background.
Thereby, the analysis of environmental complications focuses on the revealing, identification
and visualisation of the (vested) interests, the power of control, the balance of power and the
power relations of (directly and indirectly) involved actors and their discourses — with a
commitment to a future-oriented justice, equity and sustainability.

The dynamic being inherent in these reconfigurations in all societies of the Global South
shows two meaningful characteristics: 1. The very high pace of these on-going
transformations; and 2. the very big number of humans being affected by these processes. It
is therefore not surprising that the sustainability of (until now) existing structures and
initiated developments in these countries is not ensured anymore due to the velocity of the
changes and the quantity of concerned people.

The social sciences gradually begin to study and analyse the causes and the effects of these
transformations in the mentioned societies. In doing so, their research perspectives shed light
(up to now) on these changes only within social and cultural agentic entities (for example
community, household) and hardly on the impact on humans’ physical environment and its
(mostly negative) repercussion on the societal contexts.

This course will address different actual and current topics in the light of sustainable
development and the above-mentioned transformations as well as of political ecology, as for
example: the urban space as future ‘hot spot’ with multiple life worlds and ways of utilization;
logging, mining and oil drilling activities in sensible environments and communities: nature
and culture versus the triangle ‘power, politics and money’ in the extraction world; water as
important global resource and simultaneously of vital importance: whose water is it in the
future?; ecotourism: its impact on natural resources and social/cultural environment — or is
‘eco-' really ‘eco-'?; the marine space between hope and hazard, conservation and
overexploitation; ‘ecohealth’: health/illness in the intersection of men-nature-anthropocene;
global warming: are local answers enough?; ‘biofuel’ and the outcomes of food for energy
production: how sustainable is ‘bio-'?; food and nutrition in global competition: first culture,
then nature?; sustainability under high scrutiny: adjusted environment and development
programmes — but whose perspective do they represent?; national parks and the power and
impotence of different stakeholders; eco-labelling: a current epidemy or rational
qualification?; the fate of the ‘commons’ — or new stimuli for a more just and fairer model of
sustainability and equity such as 'earth rights'?; permaculture - a new ideology in
environment-friendly agriculture? Invasive new species: blessing or curse ... or both?

The global flows and the debates about sustainability have revealed that many ecology-
focused phenomena affect both Global South and Global North and cannot be ascribed
anymore to one world region. We may think about climate change (e.g. climate change
migrants), food consumption (e.g. meat production and its consumption; oil palm cultivation
and food industry), global mobility (e.g. from eco-tourism to travelling viruses) or commodity
trading (e.g. global commodity trading industry, its infrastructure and its financial business).
Such dynamics involve more and more ourselves in very direct ways (e.g. as consumer,
citizen, broker and/or producer).

With regard to the described transformations and general interactions ‘culture-nature’ this

The structure and function of ecosystems arise as a result of previous and current
environmental conditions and their dynamics in both space and time. This lecture series will
provide an introduction to the ecology of Africa and will be given in three separate, 3-day
blocks, with a 2-hour lecture each day. The lecture series will initially focus on processes that
have led to the formation of the African continent, as well as outline its geomorphology and
climate. We will then focus on key ecology principles, before looking at some of the more
prominent ecoregions of Africa. These will include hyper-arid and semi-arid deserts, savanna,
fynbos, rainforests and mangroves. Throughout the series, we will focus on adaptive
strategies associated with key flora and fauna from respective ecosystems. The course will
then finish by looking at key drivers of land degradation and rehabilitation measures, the
benefits of citizen science in society, and certain strategies that could contribute to offering
food-security in Africa. There will be a 1 hour written exam (in English) consisting of 11
questions (answer 10 of them), requiring paragraph-length answers.

The lecture aims at the acquisition of the following competences:

- Professional competences: Students are familiar with selected social science perspectives
(concepts, approaches and theories) relevant to the analysis of the link between sustainability
and food. In addition, they have exemplary empirical knowledge on selected sustainability
problems in the subject area of food and sustainability.

- Methodological competences: Students are able to develop and apply strategies and
techniques for the research and structuring of information. They are also able to apply
specific social science perspectives to the analysis of a sustainability problem and to reflect
the knowledge gained thereby.

- Social and self-competences: Students can organize group work and organize and carry out
results-oriented activities. They can argue their own positions in a small group and in front of
a larger audience, defend against objections and reflect on the basis of critical objections by
others.

The lecture is offered within the scope of the "Transfaculty cross section program Sustainable
Development" (Transfakultares Querschnittsprogramm TQ NE). The program consists of 3
introductory lectures with practical courses (lecture A + B, respectively, offered in fall
semesters, C offered in spring semesters) dedicated to conveying the foundations of
sustainable development. An additional integration seminar (D, offered in spring semesters)
engages with interdisciplinary work. The assignment and completion of D requires the
successful completion of two lectures from A, B, C.

This lecture with practical courses (lecture B) deals with the analysis of sustainability problems
and problem solving from different social science perspectives. It seeks to clarify the
prerequisites and conditions, as well as the possibilities and limits of dealing with
sustainability problems and fostering societal transformations toward sustainability.

Food as an integration focus for the entire TQ NE is analyzed as a social, cultural and political
phenomenon in relation to sustainable development: What can social sciences contribute to
a differentiated understanding of food-related sustainability problems and their solutions? (e.
g., land use and conflicts, common property resources; food production, food consumption
and waste; food distribution and security; food governance and governing a sustainable food
system etc.).

The class includes a weekly lecture and topic-specific practical courses: The lecture deals with
systematic overview knowledge and a set of specific social science concepts, approaches and
theories. The practical courses focus on empirical case studies and involves active student
participation.

Africans’ working lives changed profoundly during the nineteenth century. Among other core
developments, southern Africa’s pastoral economies suffered under the growing pressure of
expanding settler states and economies, jeopardizing the livelihoods of countless households
and families. Emancipation from slavery came into effect in 1838 in today’s South Africa, but a
growing number of Africans was induced to take up waged labour for private employers such
as colonial farmers in in the decades to come. While labouring on farms as household
servants, cattle herders, or shepherds was indeed part of a conscious livelihood strategy,
Africans’ access to land and livestock — and with it the possibility of making their own choices
—increasingly diminished.

The course focuses on pastoralism and farm labour in the wake of settler colonisation in
southern Africa during the nineteenth century, especially in today’s South Africa and Namibia.
Next to tracing and discussing the (violent) establishment of settler colonialism and how it
transformed the region’s social and economic landscape, we will engage with a range of
topics and themes. These include different forms of ‘free’ and unfree labour such as waged
and indentured labour as well as labourers’ working experiences and the oftentimes violent
working conditions they had to endure on farms. Moreover, we will discuss labour practices
such as the breeding and herding of livestock and their social, cultural, and economic
meaning, next to different and conflicting views on labour — and conceptions of ‘race,’
gender, class, and age that shaped them.

A central aim of the course is to teach students how to approach a historical topic with the
tools of historians. Another one is the work with historical sources: throughout the semester,
we will look at and interpret a broad variety of sources, including criminal records, colonial
legislation, oral traditions, government reports, and folktales. Students will thereby acquire
skills essential for critically engaging with Africa’s colonial history, and the past more
generally. And by tapping into the history of pastoralism, farm labour, and settler colonialism,

«Postcolonial Switzerland» has become a catchword to summarize debates over Switzerland’s
colonial legacy. Parts of this heritage are visible in Swiss museums that display objects from
“exotic” regions of the globe and construct a specific image of the colonial “Other”. In this
course, we first engage with several core texts on current controversies over restitution and
the decolonization of European museums, colonial practices of collecting and exhibiting
ethnographic objects, and modern debates on curating in “postcolonial Switzerland”. In a
second part, we will study concrete displays of “Africa”/the "Global South" in an ethnographic
museum. We will also consult with museum staff to obtain insights into the ways in which
issues of representation and recent restitution claims are currently being negotiated within
these institutions.

This will be achieved by, first, acquainting students with the major theoretical
debates concerning the status of African Studies as a legitimate field of scientific inquiry,
second, by discussing major issues pertaining to the authority to speak about Africa and,
finally, third by equipping students with key critical skills to engage with knowledge claims
about Africa. A forthcoming book (Macamo 2019) spells out the major issues and will be
made available to students as soon as it has been published (June 2019).

Above all the objective of this course is to advance a critical perspective that facilitates urban
frameworks for development of humane urbanism. For that, we will

a) Engage with and decenter professional formal planning decision in the analysis of urban
development processes.

b) Analyze the current urban development processes and struggles through anti-capitalist,
anti-sexist and anti-racist lenses offered by critical interdisciplinary urban and planning
scholarship.

c) Reflect on the global perspective we earn through this course, to better understand the
current struggles and contradictory processes of urban development in cities where students
are situated.

This course interrogates the relationship between planning and varied forms of grassroots
action in the context of global neoliberal capitalism. It critically examines the shifting
configuration of the roles and responsibility of state, market and citizens in this era of late
capitalism and asks what does this mean for planning as a field of praxis. Towards this
broader goal, we will discuss several critical themes: a) Planning theories: how overtime
planning theories have opened up from framing planning as a mere scientific activity of elite
professionals to include everyday practices of the grassroots. b) State decentralization and
citizenship: how reconfiguration of state-citizen relations have simultaneously given rise to
market oriented entrepreneurial planning and community-based participatory planning. In
specific, what these shifts mean for notion of citizenship. c) Radical care: how at the center of
self-reliant grassroots development are women and gendered responsibilities of collective
care. In specific, how feminist scholarship on informal politics and social reproduction
(collective consumption) help us understand grassroots practices for project of urbanization.
d) Insurgent practices of planning: how does processes of urban development in this late
capitalist era urge us to rethink planning as contested field of action by multiple actors and
decenter the role of professional planners in practices of planning. In specific, how we can
learn from grassroots insurgent planning practices and urban movements to shape a future
baring the promise of a humane urbanism. We will engage with each of the themes above
drawing on readings, insights, experiences and case examples from global South and North.
In specific, the lectures will draw from instructor’s observations in cities of Latin America, West
and South Africa and the United States.

The course format combines lecture, discussion and group work. Overall, the morning
sessions include lectures, and the afternoon sessions include discussion of readings, group
work where students draw on course readings and lectures to reflect on their own
observations and experiences in cities where they have lived, worked, or studied, and
presentation of group works.

Inhalt This seminar explores current theories in and for urban studies. Through intensive reading,
students in the course will explore how urban theory, postcolonial studies, feminist theory,
science and technology studies, theories of capitalism, the environmental humanities, and
critical race studies have been brought to bear on urban research. Our central goal is to
problematize the relationship between the intellectual project of various strands of self-
identified theory and its purpose or intended domain of “application” in urban studies. Rather
than conceiving of theory as somehow hovering above reality or disciplinary purviews and
therefore universally applicable to urban analysis, this course situates theoretical production
in the specific intellectual, material, and geographical contexts from which it emerges.
Central to this course is the ability to situate theory’s claims to validity in the urban. We will
start from current urban debates that position “theory from the South” against renewed
efforts to theorize global change and planetary transformation. Of particular interest here is
an understanding how specific histories of global conflict as well as current anti-colonial,
feminist, queer, environmentalist, and indigenous struggles spur theories of urbanity and
urban transformation. Our focus will also be on the relationship between technology and
subjectivity in the conceptualization of cities, and how race and gender can be analyzed as
both constitutive of and constructed by the urban. We will also examine recent
conceptualizations of nature and capitalism can inform new approaches to our
understanding of cities, territories, and landscapes. In addition to discussions of texts and
media, the course will feature targeted assignments for students to mobilize theoretical
arguments in their ongoing urban research.

The Visual History Lab (VHL) at the Centre for African Studies takes place yearly. It is a learning
format, which allows students to spend one week working intensively on a particular topic.

The VHL 2021 takes place in the context of a project entitled “Quilombo”, a collaboration
between SALTS (CH), Waza Art Center Lubumbashi (Democratic Republic of the Congo), and
Lago Mio Lugano artist residency (CH). Once synonymous with escape and resistance,
“quilombo” today stands for a Brazilian settlement of African descent. Anthropologists and
historians meanwhile have arrived at a new understanding of these rural communities, calling
for a broader definition: Regardless of their specific history, quilombos share collective
identities and notions, linking them to their African roots and making them fight common
battles as people in DRC, Switzerland or anywhere else: against capitalism and racism, and for
the equitable distribution of resources.

The VHL takes place in Lugano from 13-18 September 2021. Participants will work together
with Brazilian, Congolese and Swiss artists in residence at Lago Mio.

Seminar: Qualitative and mixed methods

- Identifying correct approaches in accordance to your empirical data and research question
- Analyzing qualitative data

Studierende werden mit den Methoden der qualitativen Analyse vertraut gemacht. Sie sollen
die Fahigkeit erwerben:

The course introduces students to the tools and methodologies of qualitative research and its
epistemological foundations. Participants will collect data, that is going to be used during the
course to illustrate the different steps of analyzing qualitative data: compiling, disassembling
and reassembling data; recombining data segments and finally the construction of
typologies. A special emphasis is put on the techniques of transcribing, coding and
categorizing, that are going to be applied for the purpose of practicing.

Besonders
betont werden Techniken des Transkribierens, Kodierens und der Kategorienbildung, die mit
den im Rahmen der Veranstaltung erzeugten Daten Gegenstand von praktischen Ubungen
sein werden.

- Learn the most important statistical estimation techniques for political scientists.

- Learn how to use model diagnostics to improve the model.

- Learn how to graphically represent the model to better convey the results to the audience
during presentations or to readers in papers.

This course is designed for students interested in quantitative research methods and
statistical analysis who already possess some basic knowledge about statistics and, if possible,
regression analysis. In the first three weeks of the course, we revisit some of the fundamentals
of statistical inference (such as the Central Limit Theorem, hypotheses tests, etc.) to offer
students with limited statistical background the possibility the catch up with the required
knowledge. Next, we cover the classical linear regression model, the assumptions we make
when running such a model, and how violations of these assumptions can be detected and
fixed. In the next section of the course we will discuss maximum likelihood estimation and
then apply this technigue to binary and categorical dependent variables (logit, probit, count
models, etc.). The focus of the course is not in mathematics, but to give students an intuition
of how the different modelling techniques actually work. At the end of the course participants
should be able to apply the covered material to their own research. In addition, students
should learn how to graphically present the results of the models for professional
publications.
